Betty is survived by her daughter Linda (James H.) Howell of Parker, PA, two sons William
(Janet) Bender and Gary (Nancy) Bender both from the Denver, Colorado area, two
grandchildren Erin and Sean Bender of Denver, four step-grandchildren and seven great
grandchildren, two brothers-in-law and one sister-in-law.
